RONA, located at 898 Monaghan Road in Peterborough, has also been helping out by dedicating 
an area of their parking lot for small garden plots. Each month, RONA employees pick and deliver 
produce from their onsite plots to the YWCA’s JustFood program pick-up location (Trinity United 
Church), giving JustFood participants the opportunity to add to their boxes as needed (free of 
charge).
